        The meeting was opened with prayer by the Rev’d Ivor Smith, United Reformed Church.

At the request of the Clerk, each Councillor elected to serve as a Town Councillor following the Town Council election on Thursday 5th May duly signed the Register of Declarations of Acceptance of Office.
3. MAYOR OF THE TOWN COUNCIL
Councillor J M Garfield proposed and Councillor J Sennington seconded that Councillor D M Savage be elected as Mayor of the Town Council until the next annual meeting of the Council.  There being no other nominations, the name of Councillor D M Savage was approved.

Councillor R J Garfield then declared Councillor D M Savage duly elected as Mayor.  Councillor D M Savage was then invested with the Mayoral Chain of Office and signed the Declaration of Acceptance of Office as Mayor.

Councillor D M Savage thanked her fellow Councillors for proposing and seconding her nomination, and for their approval.
Mrs Peggy Osborne was then invested with her Badge as the Mayor’s Escort by Councillor J M Garfield.

4.  DEPUTY MAYOR OF THE TOWN COUNCIL
Councillor M A Morris proposed and Councillor A J A Smith seconded that Councillor M L Deacon be appointed Deputy Mayor until the next annual meeting of the Council. There being no other nominations, the name of Councillor M L Deacon was approved.  Councillor M L Deacon was then invested with the Deputy Mayor’s Badge by the Mayor, and Mrs Anne Deacon was then invested with her Badge by Mrs Peggy Osborne.
Plants were then presented by Councillor D M Savage to Councillor J M Garfield, Mrs Peggy Osborne and the Town Clerk.  A Town Council plaque and plant was then presented to Councillor R J Garfield.

Following the investiture of both the Mayor and Deputy Mayor of the Town Council the Mayor invited Ulrike Westkamp, the Burgermeisterin of Wesel, who was in attendance with members of the Wesel Felixstowe Association to speak.
