C10/0630 – Erection of terrace of 3 no. one and a half storey cottages and ancillary parking (demolition of garage block) renewal of Planning Permission C07/0696 at Land adjacent Wycliffe House, High Road East, Felixstowe

Recommend approval having considered the following issues:

1. While the loss of the historic farm buildings fronting High Road East which form an important part of the character of the area is regretted, we believe that the proposals offer an adequately sympathetic replacement in the context of the street scene and the existing buildings at Wycliffe House.

2. It is recognised that the existing established use of Wycliffe House, which was in part dependent on the land subject to the this application for parking and servicing which will be lost, is for commercial educational use, the cessation of which is greatly regretted.  However, on balance we believe that this is not an appropriate reason for refusal.

SUFFOLK COASTAL LOCAL DEVELOPMENT FRAMEWORK – CORE STRATEGY AND DEVELOPMENT MANAGEMENT POLICIES

PLANNING PERMISSION DATED 29TH APRIL 2008 C07/2350: FELIXSTOWE SOUTH RECONFIGURATION SECTION 106 DATED 25TH NOVEMBER 2004, SCHEDULE 1, CLAUSE 10: TELEVISION RECEPTION 



This letter from the Port to Suffolk Coastal District Council provided an update regarding the adverse impact on television reception for some Felixstowe residents.  Under the Section 106 agreement for the Ports Felixstowe South Reconfiguration scheme, the Port had some obligations to fulfill in this regard.  The letter outlined a number of options in the event that the arrival of three new cranes caused a problem with television reception.  Members considered the option of Satellite TV and the use of ‘Freesat’ services to be the most likely favourable option.  The Chairman expressed some concerns about the roll out of digital switchover June 2011 which could be problematic.  It was understood that the Ranelagh Road transmitter would need to be upgraded to accommodate switchover to digital.  The Clerk requested that she be notified of any complaints from residents regarding their television reception.
