The minutes of the meeting held on 19th May, 2010 previously circulated to members were approved as a true record and the Chairman was authorised to sign them.

SCHEDULE FOR PERIOD ENDING 20th MAY 2010
C10/1218 – Erection of replacement illuminated fascia signage at 35 Hamilton Road, Felixstowe.

Recommend approval.   The Town Council does not object to the scale or the colouring of the sign, however the Council would have preferred the use of more traditional materials than modern vinyl PVC type acrylic in the Conservation Area in line with Policies AP1 and AP23.
C10/0987 – Landscape enhancements and development of 10 no. affordable dwellings, including access road to dwellings, parking areas and engineering works to support the alterations to levels at Allotment Lane, Philip Avenue, Felixstowe.

This was an item of additional information for the Town Council following discussion with the relevant Case Officer at Suffolk Coastal District Council.  Members received a verbal update from the Technical Adviser.  Members noted a request from Orwell Housing Association to Suffolk Coastal District Council regarding the impact on the overall viability of the scheme of the obligation to provide designated play space, particularly in view of the practical challenges of the site (including ground stability).  After discussion, Members supported the continuing need for more affordable housing to be provided in the area and acknowledged the scheme included an element of openness of arrangement which could be suitable for informal recreation use by potential residents and their families.

SCHEDULE FOR PERIOD ENDING 27TH MAY 2010
C10/1145 – Conversion of Nos 2 and 3 St Georges Terrace back to two dwellings at 2 St Georges Terrace, Church Road, Felixstowe.

Recommend approval.

C10/1255 – Replacement of all windows from timber to UPVC at 11 Hamilton Road, Felixstowe.

The Town Council has no objection to the appropriate use of UPVC in the Conservation Area provided that it matches in style.  In this case, the fenestration is not deemed to be appropriate as it does not match the original glazing pattern of the windows in this property which is largely unaltered at the first floor level.  The Town Council recommends refusal on that basis.

C10/1330 – Essential protection works to the existing sea wall at Cobbolds Point, Felixstowe. Comprising the deposition of rock armour and reinstating of access ramp at Cobbolds Point, Felixstowe Beach, Undercliff Road West, Felixstowe.

The Committee discussed this application without the benefit of advice from the relevant Case Officer or the applicant’s agent.

The Committee acknowledged the need to ensure protection of a significant Listed Building and the impact of seasonal opportunity for any proposed works to be carried out.

Recommend approval subject to:

· All necessary Consents being obtained from the appropriate Landowners; and

· The temporary works not prejudicing the wider Coastal Protection Scheme at Cobbolds Point.
