SCHEDULE FOR PERIOD ENDING 7th OCTOBER 2010
C10/2564 – Erection of single storey extension (existing conservatory to be demolished) at 10 Dukes Close, Felixstowe.

Recommend approval.


C10/2583 – Erection of external & internal signs at 73-75 Undercliff Road West, Felixstowe.

We note that the schedule has not been annotated that the application site is within the recently designated South Felixstowe Conservation Area.  

We recommend approval.  We welcome the return of this building to resort orientated use and having had regard to Policy AP198, find the signage acceptable in this context.
C10/2585 – Erection of front porch at 7 Shrubbery Close, Felixstowe.

Recommend approval.

C10/2600 – Provision of additional car parking by tarmacing over grassed area at front of the school at Colneis County Junior School, Colneis Road, Felixstowe.

The Town Council has no objection in principal to provision of the necessary additional car parking.  However we strongly recommend that in order to preserve the green space on the attractive forecourt of the school, “grasscrete” or a similar product be used as extensive tarmacing would be unduly severe in appearance and would not permit percolation of rainwater, contrary to current best practice for environmental concerns.   
C10/2605 – Retention of six replacement PVCU windows to first floor apartment at 52a Tomline Road, Felixstowe.

In view of the fact that the application does not affect the street frontage and that many buildings nearby have had UPVC replacement windows, we recommend approval.  We note that this site is outside the Conservation Area.
C10/2607 – Erection of rear lean-to conservatory at 7 Cloncurry Gardens, Felixstowe.

Recommend approval.
