APOLOGIES

Apologies for absence were received from Councillors Bryant and Stokell.
83.
DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST

Councillors Dangerfield, Jan Garfield, A Goodwin, Savage, Sennington and Smith declared a personal interest in items 84, 85, 86, 87, 88, 90 and 91 as members of Suffolk Coastal District Council.

Councillor Goodwin declared a prejudicial interest in application C10/1435 as a property owner in this road.

Councillor Smith declared a prejudicial interest in application C10/1381 as the neighbour of the site.

Councillor Webb declared a prejudicial interest in item 90 as a neighbour of the property.

The Clerk declared a personal interest in C10/1330 (discussed on 2nd June) as a former work colleague of one of the residents.

MINUTES OF 2nd JUNE 2010
The Clerk advised the Committee of an inaccuracy in the minute relating to C10/0987 Phillip Avenue, Felixstowe and an amendment was agreed.  With this amendment,   

the minutes of the meeting held on 2nd June, 2010 previously circulated to Members were approved as a true record and the Chairman was authorised to sign them.

85.
SCHEDULE FOR PERIOD ENDING 3rd JUNE 2010
C10/1381 – Proposed new double garage at 19 Picketts Road, Felixstowe.

In view of the prejudicial interest of members, the Committee was non quorate for this application and has therefore made no recommendation.

C10/1373 – Erection of internally illuminated fascia and projecting sign at 52 Hamilton Road, Felixstowe.

This building is in the Conservation Area and the Town Council notes with signficant concern that this fact is not annotated in the schedule.  The building in question is one of the most attractive and original buildings in the Conservation Area.  Furthermore, SPG14 clearly indicates that internally illuminated signs on such sensitive buildings in a Conservation Area are contrary to policy and therefore the Town Council strongly recommends refusal.  The Committee notes with further concern that the work has already been completed. 
C10/1352 – Erection of garage (existing garage to be demolished) at 9 Links Avenue, Felixstowe.


Recommend approval.

SCHEDULE FOR PERIOD ENDING 10TH JUNE 2010
C10/1433 – Erection of 3 no replacement antenna and the installation of an additional equipment cabinet at T Mobile Telecommunications Mast, Cliff House, Chevalier Road, Felixstowe.

Recommend approval, noting that the reduction in the height of the aerials will make a small change to the enhancement of the Conservation Area under PPG15.


C10/1435 – Erection of single storey rear extensions at 14 Chaucer Road, Felixstowe.


Councillor Goodwin left the room during consideration of this item.

Recommend refusal as the Town Council believes the proposed extension is oversized, of an excessive length in relation to the existing garden and is contrary to DM23 in respect of the resulting physical relationship with the adjoining property.
C10/1454 – Change 3 front windows from wood to UPVC at Flat 2, Bulls Cliff, Garfield Road, Felixstowe.

This building is in the Conservation Area and the Town Council notes with signficant concern that this fact is not annotated in the schedule.  In this instance despite the proposed windows being on the street elevation of the building and in the Conservation Area, on balance the Town Council recommends approval for the proposed windows in view of the fact that the existing wood windows have an unequal frame thickness due to their double glazed construction.  This approval is subject to a detailed design of the new windows being made available to the District Council with no significant change in the frame thicknesses which would hence match the remainder of the façade.

SUFFOLK COASTAL DISTRICT COUNCIL PLANNING DECISIONS

LOCAL DEVELOPMENT FRAMEWORK – INTERIM PLANNING POLICY

On the advice of the Chairman, Councillor Webb chaired this discussion. 


 
The Clerk referred to the draft minute of the Council meeting on 2 June and the question from a member of the public regarding the impact of the coalition government’s policy changes on the Local Development Framework.  The Committee recognised the complexity and intensity of the Local Development Framework debate thus far and the degree of concern expressed by both the questioner and members of the local community.  The Committee further recognised that the coalition government had expressed a statement of an intent to change policy, however any actual policy change would be implemented under the Decentralisation and Localism Bill which could be published towards the end of the year.  It was agreed that it would be helpful for the Clerk to send the questioner a copy of the guidance received from Suffolk Coastal District Council on the Core Strategy and Interim Planning Policy.
 
The Committee discussed further correspondence received from Suffolk Coastal District Council and specifically the checklists provided to all Town and Parish Councils.  These were an extract from an Overview of the Core Strategy and Development Management Policies and a comparison between the “saved” AP policies and other policies which were their replacement/successor. The Committee discussed the practical difficulties of making salient comments on recommendations for planning applications when having to implement this interim regime.   Members of the Committee expressed support for the Council’s Technical Adviser, who provided valuable guidance to the Committee to assist its understanding of this complex area.  The Committee agreed that it would be most beneficial to invite Suffolk Coastal District Council to give a training session to all Town Councillors.  The Clerk was requested to contact Suffolk Coastal District Council to arrange such a session for September.
