The Council deferred consideration of this application because:

(a) It is entitled “Change of use from residential property to dental surgery including demolition of lean-to” as there appears to be a discrepancy between the requested A2 Class and the appropriate D1 Class.

(b) The parking arrangements are clearly a critical aspect of the application.  The      application form indicates the provision of five spaces, implied as being on site, but no plan is available showing how that would be achieved.  We consider such a plan essential for the Town Council’s deliberations.

C10/2806 – Erection of single storey side extension and pitched roof over existing flat roofed garage and hall at 44 Western Avenue, Felixstowe.

C10/2847 – Use of land for the erection of one dwelling with detached double garage at Land adjacent 33 Links Avenue, Felixstowe.

Recommend approval subject to consultation with the neighbours on each side and opposite.
