SCHEDULE FOR PERIOD ENDING 7th APRIL 2011
C11/0601 – Replacement of all 6 windows at flat 3 with UPVC at Flat 3 Bulls Cliff, Garfield Road, Felixstowe.

Whilst we regret the absence of a level sightline in view of the fact that the existing windows are similar we recommend approval.
C11/0728 -  Erection of a white PVCU conservatory at 30 Graham Road, Felixstowe.

Recommend approval subject to neighbour consultation.
C11/0800 – Erection of single storey extension (resubmission) at 17 Links Avenue, Felixstowe.
Recommend approval.

C11/0733 – Erection of single storey rear extension at Victory House, 59 High Road East, Felixstowe.

Despite the density of development on this plot in relation to its surroundings, we believe there is no valid reason for refusal and therefore reluctantly recommend approval.

C11/0771 – Use of land for the erection of one dwelling & construction of new accesses (renewal of expired outline planning permission C07/0433) at Part side garden, 44 Glemsford Close, Felixstowe.

Recommend approval.
C11/0764 – Application for a Lawful Development Certificate for a Proposed Use of Development:- A) Replacement of existing porch. B) Re-cladding of existing bay window to front ground floor to match porch. C) Lowering of cills to first floor windows to improve proportions an formation of new full height window to rear first floor. D) Addition of two non-opening and obscured windows to side gable-end walls of second floor at Fishermans Hall, The Ferry, Felixstowe.

No comment.

C11/0081 – Demolition of existing garages, construction of 7 new dwellings with parking, access road and the provision of 22 displaced car parking spaces at Garage and Parking area rear to 2 to 16 Philip Avenue, Felixstowe. 


The Town Council welcomes the changes to the application but still greatly regrets the inadequate access, however on balance still recommends approval in order to secure a beneficial use of the site.

SCHEDULE FOR PERIOD ENDING 14th APRIL 2011
C11/0798 – Change of use from Class A1 (retail) to Class D1 (non residential institution) at 12 Orwell Road, Felixstowe.

We recommend approval in principal but to safeguard the interests of the neighbouring occupants we suggest the following amendments:

· Although the opening hours on the actual application form are cited as 8 am to 10 pm daily, the Town Council would recommend that the opening times be restricted to those indicated on the coloured schedule attached to the Design and Access Statement ie closed for three evenings per week on Mondays, Saturdays and Sundays and finishing at 9.30 pm on the other days. 
· In view of the possible potential for disturbance to neighbours we would suggest that in the first instance a temporary permission for twelve months would be desirable and appropriate in these circumstances.

We recommend that neighbour consultation extends to both landlords and tenants of the properties on all floor levels above and on either side of the site.
C11/0824 – Erection of open sided steel canopy primarily to provide cover for market stalls below at Mannings Amusement Park, Sea Road, Felixstowe.

We strongly recommend refusal as we feel the application as presented is wholly inappropriate in Felixstowe’s prime resort area because:

(a) the design is ugly, utilitarian, wholly inimical to aspirations to improve the quality of the resort area

(b) the design of the building is only appropriate in an industrial or agricultural setting

(c) its presence would seriously inhibit tourist related use on the site

(d) the proposal is not in line with the intent of Policy AP201 or in Policy SP21 of the Emerging Core Strategy “to boost Felixstowe’s appeal as a tourist destination ………. particularly at the southern end.”
