Councillor Savage declared a personal interest in application C10/2651 as a Member of the Landguard Partnership.

The minutes of the meeting held on 13th October, 2010 previously circulated to members were approved as a true record and the Chairman was authorised to sign them.

SCHEDULE FOR PERIOD ENDING 14th OCTOBER 2010
C10/2621 – Erection of rear conservatory at 6 Grange Close, Felixstowe.
Recommend approval subject to the glazing on the adjoining boundary (North West) being obscure glazed.

C10/2612 – Erection of single storey extensions, infill of existing porch undercroft and internal alterations at June Cottage, 72 Brook Lane, Felixstowe.

Recommend refusal. Whilst the Town Council is content with the design of the building in relation to the street scene and the Conservation Area, the Town Council has significant concerns regarding potential privacy issues for the neighbour to the South East (74 Brook Lane) and the potential bulk and scale of the appearance to the North West (70 Brook Lane), however this is based on the Town Council’s knowledge of the site and in the absence of a cross sectional plan which is a core issue on this sloping site with aspects to the sea.  
C10/2614 – Erection of one two storey dwelling (extension of extant planning permission C07/1844) at Part side garden, 104 High Road West, Felixstowe.


Recommend approval.

C10/2592 – Use of land for the erection of one dwelling at Land adjoining 61 Queens Road, Felixstowe.

Recommend approval.  The Town Council notes that the address of this site is quoted as ‘land adjoining 61 Queens Road’ however this does not appear to correspond to the fence line and should be more appropriately referred to as land adjoining 57 Queens Road.

C10/2651 – Provision of shared cycle link along line of existing path between Manor Road car park and Landguard Fort viewing point at Landguard Nature Reserve, View Point Road, Felixstowe.
Recommend approval.

SCHEDULE FOR PERIOD ENDING 28th OCTOBER 2010
C10/2771 – Demolition of existing detached garage.  Erection of two storey pitched roof extension, extend existing drop kerb to highway to accommodate additional off road parking to the front of house at 184 High Road West, Felixstowe.
Recommend refusal.  The extension as proposed is an overdevelopment of the front part of the application site and is too wide in relation to the existing dwelling which is the last of a row of Victorian properties.  The architectural aspects are contrary to development management policies and supplementary planning guidance in that: 

(i) the extension is forward of the existing building line;

(ii) the flat frontage could be improved by the addition of a ground floor bay window;

(iii) the proposed balcony is considered to be inappropriate in this location especially as it conceals a full depth first floor window which in itself is an inappropriate feature in the street scene. 

The proposed extension of the dropped kerb will remove a further element of on street car parking and, in terms of sustainable drainage, the extended paved treatment of the remaining front garden is believed to be contrary to guidance within the new General Development Order.
