Councillor Stokell declared a prejudicial interest in application C10/0078 as owner of a taxi business in close proximity to The Triangle area adjacent to the car park at Crescent Road, Felixstowe.

The minutes of the meeting held on 21st April, 2010 previously circulated to members were approved as a true record and the Chairman was authorised to sign them.

SCHEDULE FOR PERIOD ENDING 22nd APRIL 2010
C10/1019 – Erection of single storey rear extension at 2 Grange Road, Felixstowe.
Recommend approval.
C10/1016 – Use of rear car park as a hand car wash at Land rear of the Forum Centre, Platters Road, Felixstowe.

Recommend approval.  The Town Council’s view is that although the application is nominally contrary to AP201, the development should not preclude long term use of the site for resort purposes and is acceptable subject to issues regarding drainage being addressed by Environmental Health. 

C10/0924 – Erection of first floor extension at 12 Kendal Green, Felixstowe.

Recommend approval.
C10/0078 – Erection of toilet block (to replace the existing facilities on the Triangle) at Car Park, Crescent Road, Felixstowe.

After the Technical Adviser presented this application, Councillor Stokell left the room during consideration of this application.

The Clerk drew to the attention of Members the correspondence from a member of the public regarding the proposed relocation of the public conveniences in the Town Centre and Members discussed the various concerns raised.

Recommend approval.  The Town Council greatly welcomes this project as a significant and long awaited enhancement to the Town Centre. 

C10/0987 – Landscape enhancements, and development of 10 no. affordable dwellings, including access road to dwellings, parking areas and engineering works to support the alterations to levels at Allotment land, Philip Avenue, Felixstowe.
Recommend approval.  The Town Council greatly welcomes this innovative scheme and believes that a departure from AP28 is justified in this case.  The Town Council has received an assurance from the applicant that the area hatched on drawing W08_240_10 in the North West corner of the land delineated as paddock will in fact accommodate  reprovided allotments.

The Town Council underlines the need for such reprovision of allotments as it currently has a waiting list of 50 people.

SCHEDULE FOR PERIOD ENDING 29th APRIL 2010

C10/0977 – Removal of chimney stacks at 13-15 Russell Road, Felixstowe. 

Recommend refusal. The Town Council believes the loss of the chimneys would significantly damage an attractive and prominent property in the Conservation Area which is currently largely in its original condition.


C10/1067 – Erection of porch at Flat 2, 11 Penfold Road, Felixstowe.

Recommend refusal.  The Town Council believes this addition to the recently erected building of good design quality would be in contravention to Policy DM21 (c) in that the roof line is inconsistent with architectural features, the porch would stand proud of the new flats and materials used would not be in keeping with the building.


C10/1092 – Erection of detached double garage at 25 Falcon Street, Felixstowe.

Recommend refusal.  The Town Council considers this proposal represents an overdevelopment of the site, will be an intrusive large building adjacent to the narrow rear gardens of the neighbouring properties and will involve manoeuvring of vehicles on the entire depth of the rear garden.  Furthermore the building of the garage and surfacing of the approach would involve the loss of a very high proportion of existing rear garden area.

Accordingly, the Council believes the proposal is contrary to Policy DM21 (a) in that the building does not relate to the scale and character of its surroundings, and is also in contravention of Policy DM23 relating to residential amenity, specifically “outlook”, “noise and disturbance” and resulting “physical relationship with other properties”.   

C10/1096 – Erection of rear conservatory at 35 St Georges Road, Felixstowe.

Recommend approval strictly subject to neighbour consultation in view of the lack of clear information on the drawings.
