Photographs were circulated to support this view regarding its poor state.  The Technical Adviser was requested to write a robust letter to Suffolk Coastal District Council on the subject.

AIR QUALITY MANAGEMENT AND NEW DEVELOPMENT 2011 AND SECTION 106 DEVELOPERS GUIDE TO INFRASTRUCTURE – SUPPLEMENTARY GUIDANCE
The Clerk reported that correspondence had been received from Suffolk County Council regarding a Joint Consultation exercise currently being undertaken concerning the use of planning obligations applicable to new developments.  A discussion took place on the wide ranging list of potential elements to which Section 106 obligations and requirements for funding could be applied.  Whilst recognising the legitimacy of some of these elements, and supporting in general the principle that if a new development should result in a direct cost for additional infrastructure, it is reasonable to expect the developer to pay for this, the Committee’s view was that Section 106 agreements were not designed for some of the elements raised.  The viability of potential new developments required careful consideration, and there was a need to encourage appropriate development, particularly during a period of austerity.  The response from the Town Council to the Consultation should make reference to these issues.

EAST ANGLIA ONE OFFSHORE WINDFARM: STATEMENT OF COMMUNITY CONSULTATION IMPLEMENTATION
Members considered correspondence from East Anglia Offshore Wind regarding a proposed joint project by Scottish Power Renewables and Vattenfall to establish East Anglia ONE Offshore Windfarm.  Members noted that the organisation was publishing its Statement of Community Consultation.  Members requested that a response be given stating very clearly the view that it was important that Town and Parish Councils in the areas affected by the project should be directly involved and consulted.  It was noted that local information events were being held, and attendance at such events was encouraged.  Information was also being publicised in the local media.

NOTIFICATION OF TEMPORARY PUBLIC RIGHT OF WAY CLOSURE
The Technical Adviser drew Members’ attention to correspondence from Suffolk County Council regarding notification of a temporary public right of way emergency closure of Footpath 41 in the vicinity of Philip Avenue.  Members considered the issue of land slippage in the area.  The Clerk was requested to write to confirm that this was presumed to be linked to a requirement to stablise the relevant land, and that when the land was reinstated, that the footpath also should be reinstated (or an alternative route found).
