SCHEDULE FOR PERIOD ENDING 30th SEPTEMBER 2010

C10/2491 – Erection of two storey side extension at 8 Church Lane, Felixstowe.

In view of the prejudicial interest of all members of the Committee in this application, the meeting was non quorate.  The application was not discussed and therefore no comments have been made by the Plans Committee of the Town Council.

C10/2473 – Erection of two storey sunken extension (existing extension to demolished) and garage (to be retained) (renewal of planning permission c08/1385) at 52 Maybush Lane, Felixstowe.

Recommend approval.  Members noted with disappointment that despite being in the Conservation Area, this application was not marked as such.
C10/2458 – Erection of a single storey rear extension at 7 Buttermere Green, Felixstowe.

Recommend approval.  The Town Council has no objection to this application as proposed, however the Town Council would like to draw attention to the possibility that there may be a less of light to the neighbouring property which may be contrary to SPG16.

C10/2511 – Erection of single storey rear extension and detached garage (existing conservatory and garage to be demolished) at 4 Rosebery Road, Felixstowe.

Recommend approval.  Mindful of DM23, the Town Council takes note of the possible intrusion of a larger garage structure to regard to the neighbouring bungalow, and the juxtaposition of the rear extension to the bungalow known as Emeralds (not shown on the block plan).  Approval is subject to neighbour consultation and consideration of the possibility of lowering the proposed roof pitch to ameliorate the impact.

C10/2538 – Application for Certificate of Lawfulness for Proposed Development: Provision of dormer window on rear elevation in connection of loft space to bedrooms and bathroom, insertion of rooflight to front elevation at 44 Dellwood Avenue, Felixstowe.

Members noted this application for a Lawful Development Certificate at this site and, as such, the Town Council made no comment.  
C10/2550 – Erection of two storey side and rear extension at 11 St Marys Crescent, Felixstowe.

Councillor Stokell declared a prejudicial interest and left the room during consideration of this application.

Councillor Webb took the Chair.

Recommend refusal.  The Town Council believes this application contravenes DM23 regarding residential amenity with regard to (c) access to daylight and sunlight and (e) the resulting physical relationship with neighbouring properties (especially as these are so close and could be adversely affected by loss of light).
