MINUTES OF 25TH AUGUST, 2010


The minutes of the meeting held on 25th August, 2010 previously circulated to members were approved as a true record and the Chairman was authorised to sign them.

211. SCHEDULE FOR PERIOD ENDING 26TH AUGUST, 2010  

C10/2133 – Installation of one Cardiod antenna, relocation of two existing antennas, replacement of the existing equipment cabin and a new meter cabinet for the Digital Switchover (removal of four Log Periodic antennas) at Telecommunications Mast 4123, Ranelagh Road, Felixstowe.

Recommend approval.

C10/1948 – Erection of one detached dwelling with garage/car port and 5 flats.  (Existing house and garage to be demolished)  23 Leopold Road, Felixstowe.
Recommend approval.  The Town Council believes that the blank monolithic appearance on the north elevation should be relieved with an appropriate fenestration to the stairwell and elsewhere subject to the avoidance of overlooking, and with due consideration for potential overlooking.  The Town Council would wish to see some landscaping to the rear of the northern boundary adjacent to number 19.  The Town Council believes the balconies are unacceptable in view of overlooking to the new property, and other residential properties to both the north and south.

C10/2048 – Erection of pair of semi-detached houses on land adjoining 3 Constable Road, Felixstowe.  
Recommend refusal.  The Town Council believes this application constitutes an overdevelopment of this site in the Conservation Area, particularly in relation to DM7 in regard to “cramped form of development”, “erosion of particular character of surroundings” and  “provision for a reasonably sized curtilege”.  In the Town Council’s view, a single dwelling retaining more of the existing attractive Edwardian wall, and with due allowance for car parking, might be more appropriate.

C10/2183 – Erection of rear first floor rear extension at 104 Seaton Road, Felixstowe.
Recommend approval subject to neighbour consultation.
C10/2185 – Retention of conservatory at 9 Sunningdale Drive, Felixstowe.

Councillor Bryant declared a prejudicial interest and left the room during discussion of this item.

Recommend refusal as the Town Council believes the proximity of this structure to the neighbour’s kitchen window is contrary to DM23 in terms of “outlook”, “access to daylight and sunlight”, “resulting physical relationship” and “amenity to the adjoining occupier”.
