SCHEDULE FOR PERIOD ENDING 27th JANUARY 2011
C11/0106 – Erection of storage building (existing shed buildings to be demolished) at Mill Lane Nursing Home, 79 Garrison Lane, Felixstowe.

Recommend approval.

C11/0079 – Erection of one dwelling & vehicular access at Part side garden 46 Coronation Drive, Felixstowe.

C11/0127 – Change of use from Class A1 (retail) to Class A3 (restaurants and café) at 16 Hamilton Road, Felixstowe.

Felixstowe Town Council is very pleased to see the application in principal which clearly fulfills the well documented need for social housing in the town.  However there are a number of concerns which may be of some significance to the viability of the application:

(a) access for vehicles to seven dwellings on a private drive 3.7 metres wide and approximately 21 metres long appears to be highly questionable

(b) a very constricted layout and unacceptable proximity of plots 3, 4 and 5 to the rear of              numbers 10 and 12 Philip Avenue

(c) from both analytical and anecdotal evidence it appears unlikely that the parking courtyard  will have any significant usage in modern circumstances.  We believe this area could be better used for either a less constricted layout for the site, a formalized play-area, additional dwellings or amenity space.

Councillors Savage and Stokell left the meeting at this point.   

C11/0115 – Replacement of existing wooden windows with UPVC windows at 21 & 21a Constable Road, Felixstowe.

We strongly recommend approval of these well designed UPVC windows which will render the property much more waterproof and are fully sympathetic to the Conservation Area and we would congratulate the applicant on the effort put into the fenestration concept in the Design and Access statement.

C11/0125 – Remove existing sky aerials (5) & replace with sky communal dish at Bulls Cliff, Garfield Road, Felixstowe.

Recommend approval.

We have no objection in principal to the extensions proposed.  However the current drawing shows the boundary between this property and the proposed new property, which will become number 36, moved approximately 1 metre to the south.  This would prevent the car parking arrangements for number 36 proposed which would not be acceptable as the parking is an external feature of the planning permission and unless this is amended we would therefore recommend refusal.
C11/0153 – Erection of free standing retractable shelter to the front of the hall and creation of new wall and railings at St Andrews Church Hall, 112 St Andrews Road, Felixstowe.
