Recommend refusal.  The Town Council believes that it is not appropriate for such proposed works to be considered in isolation from the rest of the block, particularly as the block is in the Conservation Area.  It is clear that improvement works are essential to the entire block of properties. 
C11/2520 – Retention of an air conditioning unit at 115 Langer Road, Felixstowe.

Recommend approval.

C11/2599 – Conversion of existing vehicle parks store to new VOSA vehicle test lane and new single storey rear extension at 8-10 Bryon Avenue, The Docks, Felixstowe.

Recommend approval.  The Town Council notes that the property is in Flood Plain 2.  The Town Council notes an escape route is possible to the upper storey and believes this to be entirely adequate for safety in the event of a flood.
