Recommend refusal as detrimental to the amenity of the neighbours because of the passing of cars, stopping, starting and closing doors in the rear garden which is significantly injurious to the neighbouring properties. 

C08/2240 – Erection of entrance portico, new window, replacement window and door and replacement boundary wall and gate at The Salvation Army, Cobbold Road, Felixstowe.

Recommend approval.
C08/2249 – Replacement of shop fascia signs at 86 Hamilton Road, Felixstowe.

Recommend refusal for this application in the Conservation Area.  It is contrary to Policy AP23 and to SPG14.  The fascia signs should be externally illuminated and in materials appropriate to the Conservation Area.

APPLICATION NO: C08/2100
PROPOSAL: INSTALLATION OF REPLACEMENT DOORS AND WINDOWS (RESUBMISSION)

LOCATION: FLATS 2 & 4 MARTELLO PLACE, FELIXSTOWE


The Technical Adviser reminded members that the Committee had questioned the need for Planning Permission for these replacement windows.  In response Suffolk Coastal District Council had explained that :

“ As I believe you are aware, dwellinghouses (houses and bungalows) benefit from permitted development rights which allow certain works to be undertaken subject to a number of criteria. Such works include alterations, additions and extensions to the building. Other buildings such as shops, offices, flats and apartments do not have any permitted development rights and therefore require consent for any external alterations including replacement windows and doors. 
The schemes currently proposed for replacement windows and doors at Flats 2 & 4 therefore require permission. 
Although at first glance the schemes may appear to be a like for like replacement, the proposed windows are in fact different from those currently in the building. The existing windows are single-glazed and the proposed replacements would be double-glazed. In most cases the insertion of double glazing results in wider and deeper frames than those found on single-glazed units. This also leads to smaller panes of glass. “
