MINUTES OF 1ST JULY, 2009      
The minutes of the meeting held on 1st July, 2009 previously circulated to members were approved as a true record and the Chairman was authorised to sign them.

116.  SCHEDULE FOR WEEK ENDING 2ND JULY 2009  

C09/1008 – Erection of one & a half storey side/rear extension (detached garage to be demolished) at Villa Bonita, 58 Maybush Lane, Felixstowe.
Recommend approval.  However we do feel that the southern elevation has a slightly massive and monolithic aspect which could be improved.

C09/0975 – Erection of 3 three illuminated fascia signs, 1 illuminated projecting sign & 1 window vinyl graffic at Specsavers, 90 Hamilton Road, Felixstowe.
Recommend approval.  The sizing of the signing is to a degree sympathetic to the building.  However, given the quality of the building, we would ask that the signs be externally illuminated in line with SPG14.

C09/0912 – Erection of a conservatory at 5 Melford Way, Felixstowe.

Recommend approval subject to neighbour consultation.

C09/0984 – Alterations to close in existing porch (resubmission) at 1 Kiligarth Court, Wolsey Gardens, Felixstowe.

Recommend approval.  We would like to congratulate the applicant on this outstanding design.

C09/0985 – Erection of first floor side extension at 60 Runnacles Way, Felixstowe.

We recommend approval in principle subject to examination of the application in relation to SPG16 which looks for a 20 metre separation for extensions.

CENTRAL FELIXSTOWE PROJECT APPRAISAL REPORT

Members carefully considered a letter from Mott MacDonald on behalf of Suffolk Coastal District Council concerning the Project Appraisal Report for the area for preferred options for protecting the coastline of central Felixstowe, from the War Memorial to Jacobs Ladder for the next 100 years.  The letter referred to a public exhibition which would take place on the 18th July.


The Committee carefully considered the information in the letter and agreed to respond to Mott MacDonald.  A copy of the response is attached to these minutes.


The Committee agreed that in addition to the corporate response from the Town Council each member could send an individual response.  The Clerk was asked to write to all members of the Council on behalf of the Committee asking them to complete the comment form.

MARINE AND COASTAL ACCESS BILL                           

Members noted a copy of the Access Newsletter published by DEFRA with an update on the Marine and Coastal Access Bill.  The Chairman reminded members that this was a most important piece of legislation which would affect all coastal areas.  He was closely involved with Suffolk Coastal District Council in lobbying DEFRA concerning the detail of the Bill.


It was agreed to respond to the newsletter stating that the Town Council, in line with colleagues at Suffolk Coastal District Council, had concerns about the Bill and were grateful to DEFRA for keeping the Town Council informed.
