DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST

The Technical Adviser declared a prejudicial interest in application C10/1153 as a Custodian Trustee of Old Felixstowe Nursery.

MINUTES OF 5th MAY 2010
The minutes of the meeting held on 5th May, 2010 previously circulated to members were approved as a true record and the Chairman was authorised to sign them.

SCHEDULE FOR PERIOD ENDING 6th MAY 2010
C10/1139 – Alterations and extension to residential care homes comprising erection of two storey extension and single storey link to form x 10 bedrooms and associated ancillary accommodation dining area, bathrooms and dayroom, demolition of redundant outbuildings at Maynell House and Foxgrove Residential Homes, High Road East, Felixstowe
Recommend approval.  However, the Town Council believes that it would be better for the Foxgrove Residential Home extension to emulate the architectural style of Maynell House Residential Home.

C10/1131 – Erection of first floor sunroom with balcony above and alterations to front fence at 135 Undercliff Road West, Felixstowe.

Recommend approval.
C10/0925 – Erection of 60 dwellings and flats and associated garaging, access and parking and existing dwelling to be demolished at Land to rear of the convent of Jesus and Mary, Orwell Road, Felixstowe.

Councillors Stokell and later Councillor Savage left the meeting during presentation of this item.

The Town Council retains its originally consistent view that this development is an overdevelopment of the site but recognises that Planning Permission C07/1975 has been granted.  In that context, the Town Council’s views are:

· That the dwelling at Plot 43 is unacceptably close and overbearing on the properties at St John’s Court, only approximately 12 metres, and that aspect should therefore be removed;

· That the design and height at Plot 56 is overbearing on the properties to the north and should therefore be removed;

· That the earlier concept of a landscaped buffer zone adjacent to St John’s Court on the east of the site is essential and should be retained;

· That in view of the large number of families likely to live here and the distance from other formal play spaces, the Town Council would wish to see some play equipment provided under the trees at the north west of the site in accordance with SPG15 requirements for 58 dwellings.

The Town Council recommends approval of the application strictly subject to the above.

C10/1141 – Alterations and extension to residential care homes comprising erection of two storey extension and single storey link to form x 10 bedrooms and associated ancillary accommodation, dining area, bathrooms and dayroom.  Demolition of redundant outbuildings at Maynell House Residential Home, High Road East, Felixstowe.

The Technical Adviser presented the application and left the room during consideration of this item.

Recommend approval.

C10/1181 – Formation of dormer window on north roof slope at 14 Croutel Road, Felixstowe.

Recommend approval subject to consultation with the neighbour living in the bungalow to the north which is located on the junction between Croutel Road and Brook Lane in respect of potential overlooking with reference to DM23 (a).

C10/1205 – Erection of 14 bungalows (6 no. wheelchair & 8 no. ambulant) & demolition of Conford House & 7 bungalows at Conford House & 1 - 21 (odds), Exmoor Road, Felixstowe.

The Town Council very much regrets the loss of the original concept of accommodation for the elderly coupled with sheltered accommodation which created its own sense of community for that clientele, however, the Town Council recognises this is not a planning issue.   In respect of the development proposed, the care, detail and quality of the design is greatly welcomed.  However, the Town Council questions whether the provision of only 14 units on a site of 0.54 hectares is best use of the land, given the clear demand for this and similar classes of accommodation.    The Town Council reluctantly recommends refusal.
The Clerk was asked to write a letter to Suffolk Heritage relaying the Town Council’s concerns above and requesting an explanation of the strategy which led to this outcome.
