SCHEDULE FOR PERIOD ENDING 10th SEPTEMBER 2009

C09/1350 – Erection of first floor extension, single storey rear extension and alterations to driveway (to create attached annexe) at 246 Ferry Road, Felixstowe.

We have no objection in principal to the application subject to the landing window on the west elevation being obscured to protect the privacy of 244 Ferry Road and the window in the rear-most bedroom currently facing east is an unreasonable intrusion on the property at 248 Ferry Road and the design being changed to preclude this.
C09/1340 – Erection of two houses and one bungalow with car parking, provision of four displaced car parking spaces (existing garages to be demolished) at Land and Garages rear of 108-118 Cornwall Road, Felixstowe.

We recommend refusal for this application as we believe it is overdevelopment of the site in that the bungalow on the eastern side of the site is unreasonably close to the properties at 112 – 116 Cornwall Road.  Furthermore in regard to the Parking Assessment we believe that the loss of car-parking is unreasonable in this densely populated and congested area and in particular take exception to the comment in the Site Car Parking Appraisal, paragraph 6.11 “that car-parking could potentially be provided in front gardens of nearby dwellings”.
C09/1347 – Retention of roof lights at 20 High Road East, Felixstowe.

Recommend approval.

C09/1356 – Erection of new dwelling and garages together with construction of vehicular accesses (existing dwelling to be demolished) (Revised Scheme) at Grove Lodge, 1 Links Avenue, Felixstowe.                            

Recommend approval.

C09/1367 – Installation of 3.3m high cone climber at Langer Park, on existing play area at Langer Park, Langer Road, Felixstowe.

This item was not discussed as all Councillors declared a prejudicial interest in this application which was on behalf of the Council.
C09/1368 – Installation of 10 pieces of outdoor gym equipment to north of existing play area at Eastward Ho, Grove Road, Felixstowe.

The Town Council has looked very carefully at this proposal and the design of the replacement windows on this prominent and attractive property in the Conservation Area and consider that the proposed PVCU windows are designed in a sympathetic way to the property and therefore recommend approval.


However the above comment is based on the appearance in the proposed elevational drawings.  It is not clear to the Council what the two fragment drawings labelled “Jeldwen Frame” and “PVC Frame” represent.
