Members noted the following reply from Suffolk County Council concerning the Town Council’s comments on application C09/1196:

“The application has not been advertised as the proposal is for a change of use only.  The application only relates to internal alterations and does not involve any external changes which would affect the character or appearance of the Conservation Area.  I also consider the proposed use to be consistent with adjacent land uses which would not affect the character of Orwell Road.  However, I would recommend the following condition to ensure the integrity of the Conservation Area is maintained.

‘No signage or alterations to the façade shall be undertaken to the exterior of the building, without prior written consent of the County Planning Authority. “
The Clerk was asked to respond to Suffolk County Council asking that the Town Council be consulted concerning any further proposals for signage or alterations.
