Bearing in mind the twin objectives of preserving and enhancing the Conservation Area and the desire of the Spa Pavilion to prosper as a crucial element of the resort we recommend approval for:

1. The two poster cases located on the pillars 

2. The A3 snap frames located on the lower ground floor

However, we are concerned that there is insufficient information concerning the size and poster numbers to judge the impact on the prominent area adjacent to the restaurant entrance and would ask for further information concerning this.

C09/0066 – Erection of new single storey rear extension (existing single storey rear extension to be demolished) to increase sales area and alterations to shop front at Co-op Food Store, 50-52 Wadgate Road, Felixstowe.

We welcome and support the investment in and the extension of the food store.  However, we have some concerns about the impact of the parapet wall at 4 metres on the adjacent properties both at 48 Wadgate Road and 2 Selvale Way.  In both cases there will be a large area of 4 metre high wall adjacent to the rear gardens with a substantial visual impact.   It appears that this is only a parapet above a lower roof level which is not defined on the drawing and we would ask for attention to paid to the effect on the neighbours.
