We have no objection to the demolition strictly subject to the development proposal approved in our previous comments in application number C09/0265.
C09/1427 – Installation of two lighting columns at Fire Station, High Road West, Felixstowe.

Recommend approval.

C09/1458 – Erection of 12 apartments & 2 single units, including basement car park & visitors parking & associated landscaping at Stowe House (Demolished), 105 Cliff Road, Felixstowe.

Recommend refusal.

Not withstanding our previous comments regarding the concerns of an apartment block, which we have in the context of the extant outline Planning Permission, we take the view that the design and elevations of the Cliff Road frontage are sufficiently improved to be acceptable.
The inclusion of the two bungalows at the rear of this scheme will have an adverse effect on the amenity of the whole development both for the occupants and for the flats.

The overlooking from the rear of the flats is unacceptable as is the intrusion of the side aspect balconies towards number 103 with or without obscure glass.
We believe this development changes the character of the immediate area which consists of predominantly two storey individual properties as it represents an overdevelopment of the frontage.
We would expand these comments to emphasise our great concern about the amenity and servicing of the rear bungalows, particularly with regard to: 

a. Access for emergency vehicles.

b. Delivery of large goods.

c. Lack of frontage access.
d. Furniture and removal access in view of the fact that the only access to the bungalows is via a gate which scales at 800mm.

We believe these issues indicate the totally unacceptable concept of the bungalows to the rear. 

We have carefully considered the technical aspects of the Lighting Assessment prepared by Accon UK but retain the view that a quality environment, especially for adequate residential amenity, demands that sunlight and daylight provision should be better than a minimum standard referred to in the documentation. better than that of the minimum standard
