SCHEDULE FOR PERIOD ENDING 9TH SEPTEMBER, 2010

C10/2300 – Erection of a communal aerial and remove existing two aerials of the roof at 60 Leopold Road, Felixstowe.  


Recommend approval.
C10/2309 – Erection of dwelling together with construction of new vehicular access at Part side garden, 17 Brackley Close, Felixstowe.

Recommend approval subject to the strict condition that there are no vehicular movements outside the previously approved hours and that there is adherence to the previous conditions in C06/1081, in particular Conditions 9 and 10.  The Town Council are aware that the remaining fencing at the Orford Road end of the site is outwith previous enforcement, however the Town Council believes that the retention of that is reasonable in the circumstances of increase in business and that neighbours would wish to see an association with good quality landscaping on the Orford Road frontage.
