Due to prejudicial interests the Committee was non quorate and therefore the application was not discussed.

Recommend refusal.  Whilst the Town Council has no objection in principle to UPVC windows, the Town Council believes that the unmatched sight lines of the proposal would detrimentally damage the appearance of the property.
C10/1932 – Erection of detached two storey dwelling (submission of details under outline planning permission C09/0983) at Part side garden, 196 Cornwall Road, Felixstowe.

Recommend approval provided that the materials are as stated in the outline planning permission.

SUFFOLK COASTAL DISTRICT COUNCIL PLANNING DECISIONS  
Members noted the Suffolk Coastal District Council Planning Decisions concerning Felixstowe for the period 23.07.10 to 29.07.10.  Copies of these decisions are available from the Town Council offices.

SELVALE WAY/LANGLEY AVENUE, FELIXSTOWE
Members discussed the contents of a letter received from the Community Safety Officer, Suffolk Coastal District Council regarding ongoing problems of antisocial behaviour in the vicinity of Selvale Way/Langley Avenue.  A gating order was an option being considered, and the Town Council had been approached for its views, and for confirmation of relevant consultees.  After discussion, Members agreed that the Town Council is generally supportive of the gating order and suggests that the Community Safety Officer contacts not only Suffolk County Councillors and Suffolk Coastal District Councillors but also the Town Council’s Ward Councillor Mrs Sheila Chambers and requests that the Town Council is kept informed of the progress in this matter.

PLANNING APPLICATION C08/1081/FUL – DEMOLITION OF 1960s EXTENSIONS. CONVERSION OF EXISTING HOTEL TO PROVIDE RETAIL UNIT AT GROUND FLOOR AND 11 APARTMENTS.  ERECTION OF 3 STOREY RESIDENTIAL BLOCK ON STANLEY ROAD (12 APARTMENTS): WAVERLEY HOTEL, WOLSEY GARDENS, FELIXSTOWE
The Plans Committee discussed at length the contents of the letter received from Martin Price, Development Control Manager at Suffolk Coastal District Council.  The Clerk was requested to write a letter in respond confirming the following:

The Town Council accepts that, in the circumstances, the provision of 7 units of affordable housing may not be viable.  However, the Town Council is strongly of the view that new small family units of affordable housing are desperately required in Felixstowe specifically as new build.  In this context, the contribution £50,000 as proposed by the applicant is derisory.  The Town Council would therefore wish to see the District Council request funding from this development to be provided adequate to ensure in association with an appropriate local housing association, provision of a minimum 4 new affordable small family units.  Furthermore the Town Council believes that the play space contribution should also be retained.

The Clerk was also requested to forward a copy of this letter to the Head of Housing at Suffolk Coastal District Council requesting that he consider these comments and advise the Committee accordingly.

SUFFOLK COASTAL LOCAL PERCEPTION QUESTIONAIRE 

Members noted the request from Forest Heath District Council to complete a questionnaire regarding the views of Parish Councils in the Suffolk Coastal area regarding the design quality of local housing provision.  It was agreed that this was not relevant to a large town the size of Felixstowe and the Clerk was requested to respond as such.

SUFFOLK COASTAL DISTRICT PLANNING SERVICES

Members noted the update sent to all Suffolk Coastal Town and Parish Clerks regarding the review of Suffolk Coastal District Council’s planning services by its Corporate Scrutiny Committee.  The Clerk was respond expressing regret that the group of local councils selected to continue this review did not seem appropriately to represent those councils across the district, especially larger town councils.

Members noted correspondence regarding the collapse of the Adastral Close Residents Association and that the BT kiosk would, after timely invention by the Technical Adviser, now remain the property of BT.  The Clerk was requested to clarify the current position as regards ongoing responsibility for the existing community facility.
