C09/1653 – Insertion of replacement windows (resubmission of C09/0404) at 9 Felix Court, Felixstowe.   
Recommend approval.
C10/0005 – Installation of 4 no. roof windows, making use of roof space for living accommodation connected with existing flat, construction of pavement crossing, on site surfacing and erection of ground floor entrance porch at 47 Queens Road, Felixstowe.

Recommend approval.  However, we are concerned about the construction of the pavement crossing in the context of Condition 3 of Permission C09/0963.  This Condition was imposed in the interests of highway safety in order to maintain intervisability between highway users.  Parking a car on the frontage of this property would, in our opinion, compromise intervisability in this area. 

C10/0133 – Erection of building to be used as a gym and for storage at Deben High School, Garrison Lane, Felixstowe.
