APOLOGIES AND WELCOME

An apology for absence was received from Councillor Jan Garfield, Councillor Jon Garfield and the Town Clerk, and the Chairman welcomed Councillor Bird to the Plans Committee.

DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST

Councillors Bird, Savage, Sennington, Smith and Williams declared a personal interest in items 75, 76, 77, 78, 79, 80, 81 and 82 as members of Suffolk Coastal District Council.

MINUTES OF 1st June 2011
The minutes of the meeting held on 1st June, 2011 previously circulated to members were approved as a true record and the Chairman was authorised to sign them.

76. 
SCHEDULE FOR PERIOD ENDING 2nd JUNE 2011
C11/1032 – Erection of two storey extension and alterations to provide restaurant on ground floor and extended living accommodation above at Dooley Inn, Ferry Lane, Felixstowe.

Recommend approval.
C11/1076 – Erection of one dwelling and access at Land adjacent 33 Links Avenue, Felixstowe.

We recommend approval for the dwelling, however we have some concerns about the new dividing wall at 2.4 metres high which should at the very least be subject to neighbour consultation.
C11/1177 – Change of use of public highway for placing of tables and chairs associated with the existing A1/A3 coffee shop use at 74-76 Hamilton Road at Part of Public Highway fronting 74-76 Hamilton Road, Felixstowe.

Recommend refusal.  While the principal of a “Café Society” is a core part of the Shared Space concept, at the site in question there is insufficient width of the known vehicle part of the highway to allow placing of tables and chairs in the spaces indicated on the application without impinging directly on the passage of vehicles and beyond that being unsafe for potential users of the tables and chairs.  

Furthermore any application of this type needs to be presented by applicants against a dimensioned plan of the Shared Space layout.  

C11/1194 – Erection of two storey and single storey rear extension at 48 Links Avenue, Felixstowe.

We recommend approval in principle, however that is subject to some concern about overlooking of neighbouring gardens to the east from the newly created window of the new bedroom 3.

C11/1200 – Erection of single storey side/rear extension (existing outbuildings to be demolished) and relocation of fire escape staircase at Ferry Boat Inn, The Ferry, Felixstowe.

Recommend approval.  However we would ask that the Conservation Department advise on appropriate roof materials in this particular context.

C11/1214 – Redevelopment of redundant cartlodge as single residential unit separate from 67 High Road East at Plot adjacent 9 Old Hall Close, Felixstowe.

The Committee regarded the original application for this property as inappropriate and recommended refusal which remains our overview.  However in the light of the planning permission and the Listed Building Consent originally considered and issued we do not consider that the changes proposed represent material differences and therefore we recommend approval for these.

However we also note that Condition 9 of the original planning permission C10/1912 removed the permitted development rights including any regard to “walls, gates or fences” and it would appear therefore that an application is required in that respect.  That concern is exacerbated by some disguise of the listed building aspect due to the site description “plot adjacent 9, Old Hall Close” rather than the listed building address 67 High Road East. 
C11/1217 – Replacement forecourt and forecourt canopy signage, and pole sign at Solar Garage,  7 High Road West, Felixstowe.

Recommend approval.
