C11/0917 – Change of use from an office to A1 shop to include a children’s party room at 44-46 Beach Station Road, Felixstowe.
Recommend approval subject to suitable acoustic insulation being installed in the party room and no amplified music in the garden.  It is also noted that the use of the flat above as a dwelling was limited to a use in conjunction the office use under permission C07/0355. 
C11/0924 – Erection of a single storey extension to rear of the property at 20 Queens Road, Felixstowe.

Recommend approval.  The Town Council commends the clarity and detail of this application.
C11/0894 – Erection of non-food retail warehousing (Class A1) together with access, servicing, car parking and associated landscaping incorporating design and layout changes to the scheme approved under Reserved Matters approval C07/0469 at Retail Park, Haven Exchange South, Felixstowe.

C11/0797 – Replacement of all second floor windows at 54 Cobbold Road, Felixstowe.
