1. It would create very close overlooking to the rear garden of number 31 Rosemary Avenue and properties further to the south;

2. It would represent an overdevelopment of the site in so far as it creates a four bedroom dwelling on an extremely small plot with minimum amenity space;

3. The design and scale of the dormer extension would be overbearing on a small semi detached property.
