1. APOLOGIES

Apologies for absence were received from Langer School and Level2.  Regarding attendance, Councillor Savage commented that it was lovely to see so many young people in attendance, mindful of the clash with England playing football in the World Cup.

MINUTES OF THE MEETING HELD ON WEDNESDAY, 5th MAY 2010 

The minutes of the meeting held on Wednesday, 5th May 2010, previously circulated to all members of the Forum, were agreed as a true record and the Chairmen authorised to sign them.

THE NEW BIG QUESTION – HEALTHCARE FOR YOUNG PEOPLE IN FELIXSTOWE
Katie Ward gave an update regarding the Felixstowe Young People Health and Wellbeing project, and said that a fuller report would be brought to the next Youth Forum at the start of the next school year.  She emphasised two aspects of the report in particular, which outlined opportunities for schools to access funding and an award under the Healthy Ambitions Suffolk initiative.  Firstly funding for schools was available under this initiative, and the Members of the Youth Forum were urged to ask school staff whether their school had submitted a bid.  Secondly, schools were eligible to apply for an award of up to £1,000 to celebrate work/a project/an event which had already taken place, and Katie Ward encouraged all schools to make an application.

4. DEBEN HIGH SCHOOL ITEMS
Members from Deben High said that they were planning an exciting programme of events for the next school year to include an arts focus group, a musical, a play, a fashion show and a talent show.  It had been decided that the school would support a different charity for each term.  The first term’s chosen charity to support would be Help 
The Heroes (linking in with Remembrance Day), the second term would Cancer Research and the third term was as yet undecided.  There had been a number of changes to the Senior Leadership Team – Mr Salter was now Head of School and Miss Burn was Head of Inclusion. 
5. BOOST BUS ITEMS
It was confirmed that the Boost Bus was at the Leisure Centre one night a week on Tuesdays.  Based on feedback received, it had been agreed that young people from Years 5 and 6 were welcome to come to the Boost Bus for the first part of the session in the earlier part of the evening.  It was hoped that the Boost Bus would be able to visit Trimley in future, however this was subject to funding.  A fundraising coffee morning had been held recently which had been well supported and had raised around £980.
6. COLNEIS JUNIOR SCHOOL
The following day (Thursday 24 June) a School Fete was taking place between 5-7pm and all were welcome to attend.  The school offered apologies that, due to all the activity which was taking place particularly at this point in the school calendar, it was not in a position to become more involved in activities raised at the Youth Forum.  This acknowledgement was recognised with thanks.  The swimming pool at Colneis school was available for hire over the summer holidays at £25 an hour.
7. GRANGE SCHOOL ITEMS
Building on the theme of the football World Cup, a fundraising event had taken place today/on Wednesday 23 June in aid of the Score A Goal for Hunger charity.  Pupils and staff dressed in red and white (admirably modelled at the Youth Forum) and the event had been a success.  The annual school fete would be on Friday 2 July from 3.30 – 5.30pm and all were welcome to attend.
8. LITTERPICK 2010
Members of the Youth Forum were reminded of the Litterpick the following day on Thursday 24 June meeting at the Cavendish Community Church at 12 noon.  The Clerk said that attendance had been confirmed from Deben High, Grange and Orwell High, and the event was also to be supported by the Mayor.  The press and the Town Council’s photographer had also been invited.
9.
FELIXSTOWE SKATEPARK

Councillor Savage confirmed that in the previous Youth Forum various concerns had been raised relating to the skatepark.  A meeting had been arranged for next week to look into some of the issues which had been raised.
10.
SUFFOLK COASTAL DISTRICT COUNCIL – SUMMER ACTIVITIES

Daniel King said that there were still some places left on the Suffolk Coastal District Council summer holiday activities programme, including the activity camps.  Further details could be found in the Suffolk Coastal District Council brochure.
11. COMMUNITY SAFETY OFFICER
Lorraine Spall, Community Support Officer apologised for not being able to attend the Youth Forum more regularly due to changing shift patterns and workload.  She emphasized that Members of the Forum were always welcome to contact the Police about any matter.  The current good communication which was in place between the police and members of the community (including young people) was recognised and this was of great value.
